We are interested in participating in Temple Sinai’s Hevra Program. We understand
that we must commit to complete all four components (A, B, C, & D) in order to
elect this option. We understand that if, at any time during the year, we are not
fulfilling our requirements for this program, we may be asked to switch to the
traditional school model.

A. Student Name will attend weekly grade-level classes
and will participate in at least 5 supplemental half-hour Hebrew sessions during the
year. These sessions will be one-on-one tutoring sessions with one of Temple Sinai’s
teachers that will be scheduled to take place either at school or on-line via Skype. These
sessions will be scheduled between the parent and our Hevra Coordinator.

B. Our family (child plus at least one adult family member) will participate in at least SIX
of the Shabbat & Holiday Hevra Sessions. All programs will be held on Shabbat and
Holidays in the new Feinstein Education Wing. At least one of the Hevra Sessions we
attend must be in the Fall (dates noted with *) and at least one of the Hevra Sessions we
attend must be in the Spring (dates noted with #.) We understand that we must RSVP in
advance of each of the Hevra Sessions and that the proposed dates for the 2011-2012 school
year are:
